Application to present at this meeting and compete for the prize of the Division’s Silver Salver and £200 is open to all trainees in Northern Ireland who have spent a minimum of 12 months working in psychiatry and is also open to anyone who is within two years of taking up a career grade post in psychiatry and who commenced their research/audit as a trainee.  

Those who wish to present at this meeting should forward two copies of an abstract of their presentation to the Division’s office. Presentations can be of formal research, a high quality audit or a series of case reports with a linked theme of academic interest.

Abstracts

Abstracts must be typed and submitted in the format attached.  Abstracts must not exceed a single A4 page and should have a margin of at least 2 cm all round.  The quality of the abstract will form part of the judging criteria.  A bound booklet of all abstracts will be produced and made available to the audience.  

Presentations

All presentations should be in PowerPoint and must be submitted electronically to nirelanddiv@rcpsych.ac.uk 3 days before the meeting.  Presentations will be pre-loaded onto the computer that will be used for the meeting.  Presenters may not bring their own laptops.

Time

The time allocated will be 10 minutes for the presentation of your slides followed by 5 minutes for questions.  A panel of three judges will determine the prizewinner.  It is important for presenters to note that they will not be allowed to stray more than 1 minute over their time for presentation and that their handling of the questions plays an important part in the judging.
