Apologies were received from a number of members.

1. Minutes of the meeting held on Friday 21 November 2008 were accepted with no amendments.

2. Elections

Vacancies were noted to be available for the Chair and three members of the Executive Committee.  

a) New members of the Executive Committee

Elaine Lockhart was proposed by Michael Van Beinum and seconded by Michael Morton.  

Johnny Graham was proposed by Fiona Forbes and seconded by Sandra Duke.

Gordon Wilson was proposed by Alasdair Hosking and seconded by Kathy Leighton.

b) Chair

Kathy Leighton was proposed by Michael Van Beinum and seconded by Helen Minnis.

c) Secretary

Vacancy for Secretary has arisen as Kathy Leighton has taken up post of Chair.  

Anne McFadyen was proposed by Michael Van Beinum and seconded by Michael Morton. 

Michael Van Beinum expressed thanks for members who were stepping down.    Fiona Forbes proposed thanks for Michael Van Beinum who was stepping down from Chair.  

3. Chair’s Report        see attached

Helen Minnis gave information about a Memorial One Day Conference for Professor Stone to be held on Friday 7 May 2010 on Child Mental Health and the Law.  Further information will be circulated nearer the time.  

Rob Wrate informed the Section that he was preparing an obituary for the Psychiatric bulletin for Sula Wolff.  He asked for anyone with comments to contact him directly.  The obituary will probably appear in February or March 2010.  

There was discussion around a number of issues raised within the Chair’s report.  

QINMAC – A number of members spoke about participation in QINMAC this year which has been funded by Scottish Government.  Interest was expressed in holding a Scottish National event to share experiences and learn from the QINMAC process.  Kathy Leighton agreed to write to Margo Fyfe about this.  Michael Morton suggested the possibility of proposing a Scottish representative to the QINMAC Board.  It was agreed that the Section Executive would look at this issue.  It was noted that next year LD QINMAC and QINMAC will merge.  

Ama Addo gave information that she had done a presentation on LD CAMHS at the SNP Fringe Meeting.  Fiona Forbes stated that LD had been discussed at the Core Group.  

It was noted that Peter Rice is the new Chair of the Scottish Division.

4. QIS

Fiona Forbes gave information and stated that QIS had developed a 3 year mental health strategy with a focus on Child and Adolescent Psychiatry.  Integrated Pathways work was being promoted and after several consultation meetings it was agreed that the focus would be to look at adapting and expanding the current integrated care pathways work for adults and old age which was published in September 2007 and the Generic CAMHS ICP Steering Group has had its first meeting chaired by Kathy Leighton.  There is a one year timeframe for completion of this work.  

QIS will also be doing follow up visits to Health Boards to review ADHD.  There was a report published in April 2009 looking at ADHD Services over Scotland and it is likely that the services will be revisited within the next two years.  £80,000 has been allocated within QIS to raise awareness of ADHD across Scotland.  Fiona Forbes has been focusing on schools and targeting GP’s.

SIGN is now part of QIS.  SIGN Guideline 112 was published in October 2009.  This has involved an update on the treatment and intervention section and an information leaflet has been included.  Copies were available for members at the meeting.  SIGN 112 is also available on the QIS website.  

5. Academic Secretary’s Report

Alice McGrath reported that last year more than 50 people attended the Academic Day and AGM.  The topic for the day was Eating Disorder.  It was felt to be very full day and this year a decision was made to change the format and have fewer speakers as it was agreed that it was important to have an Academic Meeting and opportunity for network. 

Alice McGrath gave information about funds available.  Karen Addie at Scottish Division has helped administer this Academic Meeting.  The meeting is open to multi-disciplinary colleagues and also places for three medical students were fully funded.  Alice McGrath asked for suggestion  topics for next year.  

Alice McGrath closed by thanking her colleague Christabel Boye, ST5 in Child and Adolescent Psychiatry in the West of Scotland who has worked alongside Alice McGrath as joint Academic Secretary.

6. Matters Arising from the Floor

a) Forensic Services

Michael Morton raised the issues of Forensic Services in Glasgow.  The Arbuthnot Report was publicised earlier in the week.  There are concerns about reduction in funds available to Health Boards and concerns about the development of Forensic CAMHS in Glasgow.  Michael Morton is part of a Short Life Working Group looking at this issue.  

Dee Rasalam stated that there had been interest from trainees about training in Forensic CAMHS and that she was organising training days in association with Newcastle Forensic CAMH Service.  It was agreed that this would be open to Consultants.  Michael Van Beinum highlighted that money was available from Faculty to support trainees’ academic programme. 

b) Academic CAMHS

Helen Minnis raised the issue of lack of Academic CAMHS in Scotland.  Currently there is no chair.  There are three senior lecturers.  Helen Minnis stated that there was a possibility of appointment to the Chair in the West of Scotland and that she would keep the Section updated with progress. 

There was discussion about the lack of opportunities in training for Academic Psychiatrists.

c) New Consultant Contract

Dee Rasalam raised the issue of the difficulty in pursing research on a 9:1 contract.  Alastair Hosking also spoke about his concerns.  Michael Morton stated that the BMA has refused to work with Scottish Government Workforce Planning because of concerns about the new consultant contract and stated that it was looking likely that this would  move back to an 8:2 contract in the near future.  Michael Van Beinum advised Section Members to keep diaries of how we use our time.  Elaine Lockhart spoke about the issue of What’s our Business and What is Other People’s Business and Talking versus Therapy.  Rob Wrate gave information about his current Locum Post in Shetland and advised that it was important to always work within professional competencies following GMC Guidelines. He expressed concern about his experience about working with children placed outwith the area and the lack of secure beds in Scotland.
