Supported by the Leonard Cheshire (International) Foundation I visited Sri Lanka, with a team of trauma surgeons, led by Professor James Ryan of the Leonard Cheshire Centre of Conflict Recovery.

I arrived on the 17th of January, and spent a week there.  I had an opportunity to visit some of the scenes of maximum destruction, meet with key clinical and political individuals, and help to reshape the National Plan for Action.  I was also able to provide Dr De Silva (who is at the helm of the whole healthcare programme) various documents and other materials relating to mental health interventions following major trauma.  It is also possible that my team with provide some training for healthcare professionals either in Sri Lanka or at the Aberdeen Centre for Trauma Research.
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
