Introduction
The Royal College of Psychiatrists has produced the DoLS training modules and all related training materials in collaboration with the Department of Health. 

The DoLS Regulations (SI 2008 No.1858) state that the training will be made available by the Royal College of Psychiatrists. 

The Royal College of Psychiatrists owns all intellectual property rights (including without limitation copyright, registered and unregistered design rights, trade marks and logos) and other rights in and relating to the DoLS training modules and all related training materials first published in 2008.

Types of available licence

Free of charge licence for NHS funded organisations (and individuals) in England and Wales* 
If you are NHS funded in England, the Royal College of Psychiatrists grants you a licence free of charge to use its DoLS training modules and related training materials in the training of NHS medical practitioners to become DoLS Mental Health Assessors. By accepting such licence, the licensee agrees to the Terms and Conditions set out below.
Fee-paying licence for non-NHS funded organisations (and individuals) in England and Wales*
If you are not NHS funded in England, subject to receipt of the relevant licence fee (set out below) the Royal College of Psychiatrists grants you a licence to use its DoLS training modules and related materials for training purposes. By purchasing such licence, the licensee agrees to the Terms and Conditions set out below.
