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Performance descriptors for the guidance of Case Presentation assessors

A descriptor of satisfactory performance for each aspect (rating = 4) is in bold italics.

Assessment and Clinical examination

1. Unsystematic; incomprehensible, not safe to practice.

2. Unsystematic; inaccurate and/or incomplete.

3. Systematic but inaccurate and/or incomplete.
4. A systematic and logical presentation.  The Mental State Examination and physical assessment should be accurate and appropriate demonstrating core (psycho)pathology. May have some omissions and/or inaccuracies but must be a systematic and logical presentation.
5. Systematic, logical, accurate presentation; may have some minor omissions.

6. Systematic, comprehensive, logical and accurate presentation.

Interpretation of Clinical Evidence
1. Fails to interpret clinical evidence correctly, gross omissions on differential diagnosis.

2. Many omissions and poor understanding of differential diagnosis.  Fails to interpret clinical evidence correctly.

3. Some omissions and limited understanding of differential diagnosis.  May fail to interpret clinical findings correctly.
4. An adequate differential diagnosis with no serious omissions.  Could include a consideration of aetiology.

5. An adequate differential diagnosis with good consideration of aetiology.

6. Comprehensive differential diagnosis considered with an excellent consideration of aetiology including psychological aspects.

Use of Investigations

1. Fails to recognise need for appropriate investigations to inform diagnosis and management plan.

2. May misunderstand need of investigations in individual case.  Needs further exploration.

3. Omission of obvious and important investigations but can recognise its importance in informing diagnosis and management plan.

4. Recognises need for many of the investigations required for informing diagnosis and management plan.

5. Recognises majority of investigations required to inform diagnosis and management plan.  Good assessment of their relative importance.

6. Thorough consideration of all investigations required to inform diagnosis and management plan.

Presentation and Delivery
1. Very poor command of language, inarticulate, very poor communication skills, has difficulty in technical aids.

2. Poor command of language, inarticulate and is easily misunderstood.  May have some difficulties in preparation and use of visual aids.

3. May have some difficulty in presenting information clearly, or supporting presentation with appropriately use of visual aids.

4. Adequate communication but some problems such as inappropriately slow delivery or signs of anxiety.  Adequate use of audio/visual aids.
5. Good communication skills, clear delivery of information.  Good use of appropriate audio/visual aids.

6. Excellent communicator, clear and concise presentation of information.  Excellent use of well prepared audio/visual aids.
