You need to enclose: CV form, Citation (signed by 2 Members of the College) and evidence of your entry on the Specialist Register of the General Medical Council in the United Kingdom.
Applications will be processed as soon as possible upon receipt, and the names of successful candidates will be reported to the Central Executive Committee of the College for information.

Please note the following:

1. Eligibility

Specialist Associateship of the College is open to registered medical practitioners working in the United Kingdom and who meet the following criteria:

· At least 5 years experience in psychiatry.

· Specialist training which has been assessed in the United Kingdom as being at least equivalent to a full programme of specialist training in psychiatry in the United Kingdom.

· Support from two sponsors who are subscribing Members or Fellows of the Royal College of Psychiatrists.

· Support from the Chair of the College Division in which the applicant is working at the time of application (the College will submit completed forms  to Divisional Chairs on behalf of applicants).

2.   Application process

Applications must be made upon, and submitted within the confines of, the forms provided and should be typed/word processed (handwritten forms or documentation not requested will be returned to the applicant).  Continuation sheets (clearly marked with the name of the applicant) may be used for citation and CV forms if necessary.

3. Upon success in application

The award of Specialist Associateship normally will entail payment of an initital registration fee (waived for applications received in 2009) and an annual subscription fee. Please do not send any payment at this time – we will contact you when your application has been assessed.  For your information the subscription fee payable (for the half year July to December 2009) will be £207.50.  Subscription fees are due in January of each following year.

Specialist Associateship does not imply the award of a qualification by the College and there are no post nominals attached to this affiliation.
