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	These are some of the areas the Committee has worked on recently:
New Handbook  
	It has been agreed that Dr Andrew Easton will edit the next ECT handbook and we are aiming for publication in 2010.
Driving and ECT 
	Members of the Committee have agreed that a statement should be put on the committee web page, with a link to the DVLA guidelines.  The statement will include the advice not to drive during a course of ECT, and will make clear that the ’24 hour rule’ applies to the anaesthetic, not the ECT.
ECT Competencies 
	No major changes have been suggested for the list of competencies.  They are currently being revised and will be sent to CEC for information when finalised, with a recommended review date of 2 years.
Memory
A statement on cognitive testing during ECT is in preparation and will be made available on the Committee website.
	ECTAS
The Committee maintains close relationships with ECTAS and is reviewing the topics on the ECTAS discussion group to consider whether there are any additional topics needing to be covered in the new ECT Handbook.
NICE
The Committee has responded to the new Depression guideline which will update the HTA on ECT.
