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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

INTRODUCTION

The aim of this report is to provide information about workforce and staffing for consultant and specialty doctor
psychiatrists across the UK for both NHS organisations and independent healthcare providers. It is a source of evidence
for future College policy as well as a historical record of the workforce across the time period concerned. It is hoped
that an accurate picture of the psychiatric workforce through the quantity and quality of information obtained will
assist in evidence-based decision making and improved delivery of services to our communities.

METHODOLOGY

The census is conducted by the Training and Workforce Unit of the Royal College of Psychiatrists and is typically
conducted biennially. For the first time, this census report includes data about Physician Associates in Mental Health;
the College welcomes the addition of this information as new roles in Mental Health expand. The collection of the data
took place between April and September 2019 and the College would like to thank all the NHS organisations and
independent providers who provided workforce information. The questions forming the census are provided in the
appendices of this report.

A total of 89 out of 100 (89%) NHS organisations and 11 independent healthcare providers returned data. A list of NHS
organisations returning census data is provided in Appendix Ill. The data was processed by the College’s Professional
Standards Department.

RESULTS OVERVIEW

e Consultants: the total reported number of filled consultant posts is 6890, staffed by 55.9% and 44.1% male and
female psychiatrists respectively, compared to 57.2% and 42.8 (M/F) in 2017 and 57.1% and 42.9% (M/F) in 2015.
Respondents reported 708 vacant or unfilled consultant posts (full time and part time posts), compared to 537 in
2017 and 349 in 2015 and 232 in 2013; the significant rise of vacancies over the course of six years is clearly a
major concern for employers, along with Patients and Carers and the College.

e Specialty doctors: 1898 filled posts were reported overall, staffed by 48.4% male and 51.6% female psychiatrists
respectively. This is similar to the 48.1% and 51.9% (M/F) reported in 2017. In addition, there were 372 vacant or
unfilled posts, up from 236 reported in 2017 and 193 reported in 2015.

e Consultant retirements: during 2018 and 2019 there were 243 consultant retirements of which 56.3% and
43.7% were male and female respectively. This compares to 2016 and 2017 where there were 182 consultant
retirements of which 61.3% and 38.7% were male and female respectively. This is very similar to the 256
consultant retirements reported for the two-year period covered by the 2015 census.

COMMENTARY

The College is pleased to report an 89% response rate to the 2019 workforce census from NHS organisations, compared
to 79% in 2017, 89% in 2015, 81% in 2013 and 79% in 2011. This figure suggests that organisations value continuing to
gather robust, credible workforce data at a time when mental health is in the spotlight and the College and others are
striving for increased capacity in the workforce. We will continue to work with independent sector colleagues and to
improve the returns from this sector of the workforce.

Compared to the 2017 census the number of filled consultant posts reported by employers has increased by 1495,
though it should be noted that the 2017 census had a lower return rate. While a reported increase is encouraging, this
should be placed in the context of the demands of the NHS Long Term Plan and the NHS People Plan, which demand
workforce numbers in 10 years’ time that the current rate of recruitment is unlikely to be able to meet.
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There was another significant increase in the reported number of vacant and unfilled consultant posts across the UK
to the current level of 708. The overall reported vacancy rate at consultant level is 9.3%, up from 9% in 2017, 7% in
2015 and 5% in 2013. This picture looks significantly worse considering that 285 posts are currently filled by locum
consultant psychiatrists.

The number of vacant consultant posts across England more than tripled from 220 in 2013 to 708 in 2019, which has
resulted in 10% of all consultant psychiatrist roles being unfilled. There are striking levels of consultant vacancies in
the rest of the UK also, ranging from 7.8% in Northern Ireland and 9.6% in Scotland and 12.7% in Wales (noting that 3
of 6 Health Boards provided information to the census). This increase in vacant consultant posts is indicative of the
ongoing recruitment challenges in mental health and is likely to put a strain on staff currently in post. It is noteworthy
that employers continue to report job plans of above 10PAs as very much the exception. The impact of shortages on
consultant wellbeing, burn-out, as well as recruitment and retention will need to be monitored closely and addressed.

The number of reported specialty doctor vacancies has risen since 2017 (12%) to 16.3% in 2019. We have seen a small
decrease in the percentage of reported locum specialty doctors in posts from 2017 (17.9%) to 16% in 2019. These
changes are likely to reflect the particularly challenging recruitment difficulties within the specialty doctor workforce.
NHS employers are struggling to fill the posts and it may be that funding is being used to employ non-medical staff to
undertake these roles. This census cannot answer that question and we will need to continue to monitor the changes
in the specialty doctor workforce closely. The mental health workforce plan for England highlights that specialty
doctors are a vital and valued part of the specialist medical workforce. The College intends to work with key
stakeholders to improve recruitment and retention of this group of doctors.

The majority of the vacancies occur in the three largest specialties, general adult, child and adolescent, and old age
psychiatry. While the vacancy rates are not as high as the 2017 census, there has only been a minor reduction; not
enough to alleviate the pressure within these specialties. For Consultant psychiatrists treating older people, the
vacancy rate has reduced from to 12.0% in 2017 (83 out of 693) to 10.1% in 2019 (106 of 1,046). In children and young
people’s psychiatry, the consultant vacancy rate has decreased from 12.0% in 2017 (86 out of 717) to 11.2% in 2019
(134 of 1193). A third of all consultant vacancies reported in the census are found within old age and child and
adolescent psychiatry.

Some of the numbers in smaller specialties are suffering through their data not sufficiently highlighting their day to
day plight; for example, the vacancy rate in Addiction Psychiatry is reasonably low (6.3%) but this is more to do with
the continuous depletion of NHS Addiction services rather than an upturn in recruitment. In fact, specialties where
numbers remain very low (e.g. there are only 163 consultant Addiction Psychiatrists reported) are in danger of not
being able to train the next generation of consultants; this is especially the case when services are taken outside the
NHS and training contracts do not follow.

The number of consultant retirements over the two-year period covered by this census is 127, lower than the 187
reported in the last census in 2017. This does not appear to reflect any ‘cliff edge’ of retirements in relation to MHO
status and the much anticipated increase in retirement numbers as a result of pension changes has not been evidenced
thus far, though it should be noted that the census data time stamp is 31 March 2019. The percentage of retired
doctors being re-employed on a part time basis is welcome and aligns with the need to retain senior doctors within
the NHS. This is an area in which the College will continue to gather intelligence and we will work with Health Education
England and other stakeholders to ensure that the supply of psychiatrists is sufficient to meet the demand for high
quality services.

Finally, we are grateful to the staff in all the College division offices for their work in liaising with NHS organisations
and to colleagues in the independent sector. Thanks are also due to medical directors and human resources teams for
the time they have given to this task.
